Dado 

rail.  Tiled floor. Staircase with turned timber newel 

post, spindles and timber banister rail rises and 

turns to the first floor.  Useful under stairs storage 

cupboard houses the mains electric consumer unit.

THE PROPERTY 

 An extremely well presented characterful home which 

is understood to have been built in the late Victorian 

period and providing generously proportioned 

accommodation, finished to a high standard with the 

benefit of modern conveniences including uPVC 

double glazing and gas central heating and with a 

variety of characterful and period style features. 

 

On the ground floor with entrance lobby, hall, spacious 

bay fronted lounge with focal feature period fireplace 

and a wide arch with double bi -fold doors to the good 

size dining room with matching period fireplace.  In the 

tenement section a useful utility area, a downstairs wc 

and a large impressive kitchen/breakfast room 

combining with the conservatory having a distinct 

'WOW' factor, light and airy providing a superb family  

room.  At first floor level three good size double 

bedrooms and a well -appointed bathroom/wc. 

 

With a small area of frontage and a southerly facing 

enclosed low maintenance landscaped back garden 

with wide deck and lawned area.  

 

LOCATION  

Set in this area of Crownhill where the position is 

convenient for access to a good range of local 

services and amenities which are found nearby 

including those at Transit Way and Crownhill village.   

There is also good access into the city and close by 

connection to major routes in other directions.

FIRST FLOOR  

LANDING Set out on two levels with high level uPVC double glazed 

window to the rear.  Ceiling rose and pendant light point.  Large access 

hatch to insulated loft.  Dado rail.  

BEDROOM 1 17' 1"  x 14' 8" max. (5.21m x 4.47m max.) A spacious 

light room with wide bay window and further window both to the front  

with open views to Cornwall in the distance.  Decorative coved ceiling 

with ceiling rose and light point on dimmer switch.  

BEDROOM 2 12' 0" x 11' 0" (3.66m x 3.35m) Window to the rear with 

long views.  Light point on dimmer switch. 

BEDROOM 3 15' 4" x 9' 10" max. (4.67m x 3m max.) Window to the 

rear with long views.  Ceiling light point.  

BATHROOM 7' 4" x 6' 4" max. (2.24m x 1.93m max.) Obscure glazed 

window to the side.  Quality white modern suite, close coupled wc, 

pedestal wash hand basin with chrome mixer tap, 'P' shaped panelled  

bath with mixer tap and separate wall mounted 'Gainsborough' 

thermostatic shower over.  Curved shower screen.  Tiled splashbacks 

in two complementary colours with decorative border.  Curved chrome 

ladder radiator.  Tiled floor. 

EXTERNALLY  

A small area of low maintenance frontage with space for wheely bin 

storage.  

 

A southerly facing enclosed back garden with a wide decked area ideal 

for alfresco entertaining having outside water tap and a level enclosed 

lawned `area.
